Below you will find a description of the ELL program of the Fremont Public Schools.  There are  three different places where we teach your children English. 

Linden School

At Linden School, each student has a classroom and a classroom teacher, and Mrs. Koch is teaching ELL classes.  Her helper is Mrs. Shanahan. Mrs. Koch speaks Spanish.  Students who live in the Linden, Grant, Howard, Clarkson, Davenport,  Milliken Park, Clarmar, and Northside areas go to Linden School.  If they are more advanced in their English abilities, they spend their entire school day in this school.

Washington School

At Washington School, each student has a classroom and a classroom teacher, and Mrs. Stevens is teaching ELL classes.  Her helper is Mrs. Flores, who speaks Spanish.  Students who live in the Washington area go to Washington School.  If they are more advanced in their English abilities, they spend their entire school day in this school.

Newcomer Center at Davenport School

The Newcomer Center (NCC) at Davenport School is a new part of the ELL program.  In the NCC,  Mrs. Pearson is teaching English classes.  Her helper is Mrs. Irma.  Both speak Spanish.  If students are new to the United States or the English language, or if they are still struggling with the English language, they will go to the NCC part of the day in order to receive more help with English.  Those who are in grades 1 – 5 will spend the morning in the NCC, and the afternoon in their classrooms at Linden or Washington.  Those who are in Kindergarten will spend the morning in their classrooms at Linden or Washington, and the afternoon in the NCC.  In both cases, students will travel to and from the NCC in the school bus.  With this system, we look forward to your children learning a great deal.   They will have more intense English classes, and will also have classes in their regular classrooms with their classmates. 

The  Fremont Public Schools have these three sites in order to give all students the best education possible.  We want all students to feel comfortable in their classes, and all parents to understand the system.
