Newcomer Center

______
The student has a proficiency level of low NES (Non-English Speaker) and/or is a new arrival to the United States.  Therefore s/he qualifies to receive specialized instruction in the ELL Newcomer Center and support in the curriculum of his/her grade level where appropriate.

Intensive ELL

______
The student has a proficiency level of low LES (Limited English Speaker) and/or NER (Non-English Reader) or NEW (Non-English Writer).  Therefore s/he qualifies to receive specialized instruction in the ELL classroom and support in the curriculum of his/her grade level where necessary.

Advanced ELL

______
The student has a proficiency level of high LES (Limited-English Speaker) or FES (Fluent English Speaker) and/or LER (Limited-English Reader) or LEW (Limited English Writer).  Therefore s/he qualifies to receive limited specialized instruction in the ELL classroom and support in the curriculum of his/her grade level where necessary.

Exit from ELL

_____
The student has a proficiency level of FES (Fluent English Speaker) and  CER (Competent English Reader) and CER (Competent English Writer).  Therefore s/he no longer qualifies to receive specialized instruction in  ELL.  However, his/her academic progress will be monitored as necessary.
