Behavior Guidelines

1999-2000

It is necessary to establish certain routines to help a School run effectively and to help students develop a certain amount of self-discipline.  The following guidelines apply in the classroom, in the building, on the school grounds, while attending school functions, and on buses.  These behavior guidelines have been developed for the safety of our children.

GENERAL SCHOOL GUIDELINES

1. Walk (no running) in the hallways.

2. Use quiet voices within the building (especially in the hallways when classes are in session.

3. Students are not allowed to cause injury to others or self.  This means throwing objects, pushing, and fighting others in ways that may harm or hurt someone.

4. Show respect toward people and property.

5. Profanity and rude behavior are not allowed (no put-downs).

6. Students must have permission from a Staff member to leave a room or the school grounds.

7. Students are to leave toys, radios, skateboards, roller blades, etc. and things of this nature at home.

8. Students are not to bring knives or weapons to school.  This includes any toy look alike weapons as well.  (This is a Federal law and can mean expulsion from school for one year.)

Playground Guidelines

1. No bad language.

2. Line up right away when the bell rings.

3. Proper use of playground equipment:

a. Go down the slide sitting up with feet first.

b. One person on a swing, swinging properly.  (This means no standing up or bailing out.)

4. No tag or chasing games on the blacktop.

5. No riding bicycles, skateboards, roller blades, and scooters on the blacktop and/or sidewalks.

6. Kicking balls on the blacktop is also discouraged so innocent bystanders do not get hurt.

Lunchroom Guidelines

1. Students need to stay in line and fill one side of a table—then the other.

2. Students should raise their hands for assistance.

3. Students will practice good table manners.  (Trading, throwing, or playing with food is discouraged.)

4. Quietly visit with people near by.  (If the light goes on, then talking in the lunchroom stops until the red light goes off.)

5. Students are dismissed by table to go outside as the time for their shift is ending.

6. Students are asked to dump their own trays and clean up after themselves, etc.
